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I. Introduction  

The City of Baltimore Development Corporation (BDC), on behalf of the Mayor of Baltimore 

(the ñCityò), through this Request for Proposals (RFP), is seeking written proposals from 

qualified Respondents for the purchase and redevelopment of City-owned  property  located in 

the Washington Village/Pigtown neighborhood. The intent of this RFP is to promote the re-use 

of the parcel in a fashion that will achieve the Cityôs objectives including job creation, tax 

generation, and adaptive reuse, and a redevelopment that fits within the context of the 

Washington Village/Pigtown Urban Renewal Area. 

 

Immediate Environs 

The property is located in the Pigtown Main Street district along the Washington 

Boulevard corridor just west of Martin Luther King, Jr. Boulevard, which provides easy 

access to Interstate 95 and the Baltimore-Washington Parkway (MD 295). Pigtown Main 

Street is within walking distance from University of Maryland Baltimore, the UM 

Biotech Park, Oriole Park at Camden Yards, M&T Bank Stadium, and the Inner Harbor. 

The area is home to several major visitor attractions including the Babe Ruth Museum, 

the B&O Railroad Museum, Mount Clare Museum House and Carroll Park, which 

includes a 9-hole golf course and the Gwynns Falls Bike Trail. Washington 

Village/Pigtown is also home to a number of prominent churches and institutions. 

In recent years, the neighborhood has seen major investments such as renovations at 

Carroll Park, the redevelopment of the Montgomery Ward building, and development 

projects such as Camden Crossing, which is approximately 170 market-rate townhomes 

adjacent to the B & O Railroad Museum, as well as the shopping center at Martin Luther 

King, Jr. Boulevard, and significant rehabilitation activity from individual homeowners. 

In addition, Mobtown Ballroom has seen tremendous success, bringing hundreds of 

visitors to the commercial corridor every week for dance classes and performances. The 

designation of Washington Boulevard as one of Baltimore Cityôs nine Main Streets has 

helped spur revitalization on the commercial corridor.  

 

Historic District 

Baltimore has embraced building reuse as a catalyst for community revitalization to 

transform areas such as Fells Point, Federal Hill and Hampden into bustling commercial 

and residential corridors.  The cityôs economic growth, like that of many municipalities 

across the country, benefits directly from the preservation of its historic neighborhoods 

and the adaptive reuse of its existing buildings.  These character-filled areas have proven 

attractive to young professionals, small business owners and entrepreneurs who are 

increasingly moving to these areas to live and work.

The site is located in the Pigtown Historic District, a part of the National Historic Places 

Program. The district is roughly bounded by McHenry Street and Ramsay Street, West 
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Barre Street, South Paca Street, Ostend and Wicomico Streets, Bush and Bayard Streets 

and the CSX railroad. The district is generally characterized by classically influenced 

façades that line the street. Generally the buildings feature classical detailing, symmetry, 

brick or smooth stone façades, and a heavy cornice at the roof line.  

Adaptive reuse of Washington Village/Pigtownôs existing structures has been a strong 

approach to historic preservation. The character and ornamentation of the neighborhoodsô 

buildings are unique with a great heritage. Historic buildings that have been reused for 

modern purposes are gifts to the built environment and a bridge between the past and 

future. Federal, State and City tax credits have all been contributed to sustaining 

Baltimoreôs historic buildings and preserving its unique neighborhoods.   

 

Urban Renewal Area 

The property is located in the Washington Village/Pigtown Urban Renewal Area, which 

sets guidelines and regulations for development. The approximately 165-acre Urban 

Renewal Area is generally located southwest of Downtown Baltimore and is bounded by 

Martin Luther King Jr. Boulevard to the east; Russell Street/Paca Street and the Carroll-

Camden Industrial Park to the south; Bush Street/ Carroll Park to the west and the 

southern edge of the Mt. Clare Junction/B & O Railroad Museum complex to the north.  

A majority of the urban renewal area, including the property included in this RFP, falls 

within the boundaries of an Enterprise Zone Focus Area, which provides enhanced tax 

incentives for property development, business personal property, and job creation. 

 

II.  Site Description 

 

The commercial property known as 906 Washington Boulevard, Baltimore, MD  21230 in Ward 

21, Section 7, Block 847A, Lot 26 is in Washington Village/Pigtown (See Figure 1).  The 

property is composed of two adjacent buildings sharing the same address. The site is located on 

the north side of Washington Boulevard, on the corner of Callendar Street. The property is 

generally bounded to the north by Clifford Street, to the south by Washington Boulevard, the 

east by Callendar Street, and to the west by properties with opportunity for revitalization.  

 

The property includes 60 feet of frontage and 80-100 feet of depth, producing 6,203 square feet 

of total land area.  Improvements include two structures with a total of 7,760 enclosed square 

feet.  The easternmost structure is a former public bath house constructed in 1901 and the 

westernmost structure is the former Engine #10 Baltimore City Fire Station constructed in 1872.  

 

The property lies within a B-2-3 Zone.  Permitted land uses are as allowed by the Zoning Code 

of Baltimore City and the Washington Village/Pigtown Urban Renewal Plan (URP).

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III.  Intent of Offering  

                   

The City of Baltimore Development Corporation, on behalf of the Mayor, is seeking 

proposals from qualified developers or interested parties (the ñDeveloperò or 

ñRespondentò), to purchase and redevelop the Property, in accordance with the 

objectives, goals, and regulations as stated herein (the ñProposalò).  The goals of the City 

in offering the Property include, but are not limited to, the following: 

 

A. Encourage high quality mixed-use development that greatly enhances and ñanchorsò 

the Washington Village/Pigtown Business District. 

 

B. Achieve positive impacts for the City including: quality jobs; increased tax revenues; 

community stabilization; opportunities for Minority Business Enterprises (MBE) and 

Woman Business Enterprises (WBE); and contribute to the Cityôs long term 

economic growth objectives. 

 

C. The Site is offered in ñas-isò condition. 

 

D. The City is seeking a fee simple fair market sale of the Site to the developer(s).  

 

E. No discretionary City financial assistance is offered or anticipated for this Project. 

Reliance on public funds is discouraged and subsidies by the City should not be 

anticipated. 

 

F. A high quality of architectural and streetscape design is expected and must conform 

to all the conditions and stipulations outlined in the Design and Rehabilitation 

Standards found in the attached Washington Village/Pigtown Urban Renewal Plan.  

 

G. Preserve the character of the neighborhood. 

 

H. Encourage active street level and increase local foot traffic.  

 

I. The Developer/Respondent may include opportunities for community/public meeting 

space(s), but is not required to provide such space(s).   

 

 

IV.  Zoning and Land Use Regulations  

 

A. The Property lies within a B-2-3 zone.  The B-2 Community Business District is 

designed to accommodate the needs of a larger consumer population than is served by 

a Neighborhood Business District. Accordingly, a wider range of uses is permitted for 

both daily and occasional shopping.   

 

Be advised that all Proposals submitted in response to the RFP shall comply with the 

Cityôs Zoning Code and the B-2-3 Community Business District designation and the 
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performance standards set forth in Title 12 of the Baltimore City Zoning Code, or 

shall clearly identify proposed modifications of the current zoning designation 

required to facilitate the Respondentôs Proposal. 

 

B. Washington Village/Pigtown Urban Renewal Plan     

 

The Property is located in the Washington Village/Pigtown Urban Renewal Plan 

(URP).  Redevelopment of the Property must comply with the URP.  The 

Respondentôs Proposal shall clearly identify any proposed modifications to the URP 

required to facilitate the Respondentôs Proposal.  

 

V. Non-Discretionary Assistance 

 

A variety of non-discretionary assistance is available, in addition to the programs 

outlined below.  It is the developerôs responsibility to ascertain which of the programs 

will provide the greatest assistance based on proposed use and proposed development 

approach. 

 

A. Enterprise Zone ï The Property is located within an Enterprise Zone (EZ) Focus 

Area. Businesses within an EZ are eligible for a ten-year credit against local real 

property taxes on a portion of real property improvements (i.e., construction, 

renovation, expansion) as well as eligible for EZ tax credits if new employees 

meeting certain requirements are hired. Additionally, businesses in the EZ Focus 

Areas are eligible for a ten-year credit against personal property. To obtain more 

information regarding Enterprise Zone tax credits contact:

B. CHAP Tax Credit ï Buildings which are designated as Contributing Buildings and 

are preserved in accordance with Baltimore City Historic Preservation Procedures and 

Design Guidelines will entitle the developer to participate in the Property Tax Credit 

for Historic Rehabilitations and Restorations.  The CHAP Credit provides a 10 ï year 

reduction in local property taxes. 

 

Development teams planning to use tax credits must incorporate the tax credits into 

their associated sources/uses, and pro-forma statements (see Section VII, Proposal).

D. Federal Tax Incentives: The Federal Historic Preservation Tax Incentives program 

encourages private sector investment in the rehabilitation and re-use of historic 

buildings.  It is one of the nation's most successful and cost-effective community 

revitalization programs. It has leveraged over $69 billion in private investment to 

preserve 39,600 historic properties since 1976. The National Park Service and 

the Internal Revenue Service administer the program in partnership with State 

Historic Preservation Offices.

VI.  Standards and Controls         

     

A. All appropriate provisions of the Zoning Code of Baltimore City, land-use regulations, 

and building/fire codes of Baltimore City, shall apply to the Project. 

 

C. The Property is located in a B-2-3 Zoning District; any proposed use that is not 

permitted in this zoning category would require approval from the City of Baltimore 

and should be clearly identified in the Proposal. 

  

C. Building height is governed by the Floor Area Ratio (FAR) and any height bonuses as 

may be permitted by the Zoning Code and the Urban Renewal Plan, if applicable.   

 

D. The Property may contain environmental hazards that will require remediation by the 

Developer prior to redevelopment.  Neither BDC nor the City make any 

representation, guaranty, or warranty, expressed or implied, concerning any site 

conditions, including the possible presence of environmentally hazardous materials. 

 

E. Reliance on public financial assistance, other than any applicable Enterprise Zone 

Tax Credits or non-discretionary assistance as described in Section 5, is not offered or 

anticipated. 

 

F. The Respondent understands that the City is offering the Property in an ñAs-Isò 

condition.  Issues and concerns regarding title will be addressed through the Land 

Disposition Agreement with the selected Respondent.  The Respondent is encouraged 

to conduct such title investigations as it deems necessary in making his / her Proposal.

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G. The design/layout of all parking areas, including on-street and off-street, driveways, 

or entrances/exits shall be approved by BDC and the Department of Transportation 

(DOT), and in addition shall be reviewed by the Site Plan and Review Committee 

(SPRC), if required. 

 

H. Any loading or maneuvering of service vehicles, as well as any other related service 

activities necessary for development, shall be done entirely within lot lines and shall 

not impede traffic on or around the adjacent streets.  All service areas shall be 

adequately screened from view at street level and from residential units. 

 

I. All mechanical equipment, such as television antennas, satellite dishes, or other 

communications antennas that are visible from adjacent streets shall be screened from 

view. 

 

J. No storage of materials, refuse, garbage, unlicensed vehicles, etc., shall be permitted 

to remain outside structures, except as allowed by Baltimore City regulations.  All 

dumpsters and trash/recycling facilities and equipment shall be screened from view at 

all times. 

 

K. Building design must adhere to all Federal, State and local ordinances and the 

Americans with Disabilities Act, as modified from time to time. 

 

L. No buildings, structures or parking areas shall be constructed over an easement within 

the Property without the prior written consent of BDC, and the Director of 

Transportation. 

 

M. If deemed appropriate by BDC, exterior building materials should be compatible 

with, and reflect, the characteristics and features of surrounding buildings.  Materials 

conveying permanence are also encouraged. 

 

N. The design of the Project, including all on-site and off-site improvements will be 

approved in writing by BDC prior to obtaining any other regulatory approvals; in 

addition, the design may be subject to review and approval by the Cityôs Site Plan 

Review Committee (SPRC), Commission for Historic and Architectural Preservation 

(CHAP), the Cityôs Urban Design and Architectural Review Panel (UDARP). 

 

O. The selected Developer shall be responsible for obtaining, at its sole cost, all permits, 

approvals, and engineering and environmental studies as required.  All costs 

(including, but not limited to, ñsoft costsò) of this Proposal and subsequent Project 

shall be borne by the Developer. 

 

P. Proposals should include an identification of signage concepts and areas proposed for 

signage. 
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Q. Streetscape improvements shall comply with the Washington Village/Pigtown Urban 

Renewal Plan.

6. Respondents must disclose whether they are developing for a fee or whether the 

Respondent will hold the Property for income purposes.  If the proposed 

development is for a fee, the third party owner must be identified.  In either event, 

all associated development and/or management fees paid to the Respondent, a 

subsidiary, or a third party must be disclosed. 

 

7. Evidence of all debt and equity financing for the Project.  Term sheets or 

commitment letters from lending or equity sources should be included if available.

VIII.  Contract Terms and Conditions 

 

A. Laws: The laws of the State of Maryland shall govern the Contract. 
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B. Liability: All respondents are independent contractors.  BDC assumes no liability for 

the injury to the contractorôs agents or employees, unless BDC, BDCôs agents or 

employees cause such injury by gross negligence or intentional acts.  The contractor 

will be liable for any damage caused by negligence of the contractor, its agents or 

employees.  Neither party shall be liable to the other for any incidental or 

consequential damages arising from the Contract. 

 

C. Insurance: The selected developer will furnish insurance certificates as a condition of 

the contract award naming the City of Baltimore and the Baltimore Development 

Corporation as additionally insured.  The developer must maintain the required 

coverage throughout the length of the contract.  The coverage must contain a 30-day 

notice of cancellation.

X. Award Procedures 

 

A. BDC will not be limited solely to the information provided by the Respondent, but 

may utilize other sources of information useful in evaluating the capabilities of the 

Respondent.  All proposals submitted in response to this RFP must be mailed or hand 

delivered.  No e-mailed or faxed proposals will be accepted.  Proposals or unsolicited 

amendments to proposals arriving after the Closing Date and time may not be 

accepted. 

 

B. Respondents may be required to make a presentation or presentations, at a mutually 

convenient time, to community groups adjacent to the Property to obtain their 

comments prior to final approval by the BDC.  All such meetings will be arranged by 

BDC.  The respective community associations may submit written comments 

regarding the proposed Project to BDC which the Respondent may be required to 

provide written responses to within ten working days. 

 

C. BDC may convene an Advisory Panel to evaluate the Proposals.  The Advisory    

Panel may include members of the BDC Board of Directors and staff, representatives 

from other City and State agencies, community representatives, or other members of 

BDCôs choosing.

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D.  Respondents submitting Proposals may be required to make oral presentations to the 

Advisory Panel, or the BDC Board of Directors or staff (or any committee thereof), 

for purposes of clarifying their Proposal. 

 

E. All Requests for Information (RFI) related to the RFP, the preparation of the 

Proposal, or the Property shall be in writing.  All responses to the RFI shall be 

provided by BDC and shall be in writing and delivered to all registered Respondents, 

or alternatively may be issued as an Addendum to the RFP by BDC.  The deadline for 

receipt of all RFI shall be at least ten days prior to the Closing Date.  BDC shall issue 

all written responses to RFI received prior to the RFI deadline, or shall issue an 

Addendum, at least seven days prior to the Closing Date. 

 

F. If selected, BDC, on behalf of the Mayor, or another appropriate designee of the City, 

will issue an Exclusive Negotiating Privilege (ENP) to the selected Respondent. The 

Term of the ENP shall be as determined by BDC in its sole discretion. The ENP will 

specify the terms and conditions under which the City will negotiate with the selected 

Respondent, the requirements and the deadlines for commencing and completing said 

negotiations, and the terms and conditions under which the Mayor will consider 

entering into a Land Disposition Agreement (LDA) or a Lease Agreement for the sale 

or lease, respectively, and development of the Property.  A fee for the Exclusive 

Negotiating Privilege will be charged.  If negotiations have not been completed prior 

to the termination of the ENP, then the ENP shall expire; provided, however, that 

BDC may extend the ENP time period if BDC, in its sole discretion, finds that 

negotiations are proceeding satisfactorily.  Should the parties fail to agree upon the 

terms and conditions for the disposition or lease, and redevelopment of the Property 

within the time frame specified in the ENP including any extensions thereof, BDC 

may cancel negotiations with the first selected Respondent and proceed to negotiate 

with the next acceptable Respondent, re-solicit for new proposals, or abandon the 

RFP process. 

 

G. BDC, on behalf of the Mayor, or another appropriate designee of the City, shall issue 

a Right-of-Entry (ROE) to the selected Respondent setting forth the terms and 

conditions by which the Respondent may access the Property during the ENP period.  

A fee for the Right of Entry will be charged.  BDC may extend the ROE time period 

if BDC, in its sole discretion, finds that negotiations are proceeding satisfactorily.  

Pursuant to the ROE, the selected Respondent, its employees, agents, and 

representatives, shall be granted entry into the Property for the purposes of generating 

information on the Property to include, but not be limited to: 

 

1. Environmental analysis. 

 

2. Parcel surveys, plats, and re-subdivisions, as applicable. 

 

3. Soil boring data and analysis. 
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4. Architecture and engineering studies. 

 

H. Upon the successful completion of negotiations pursuant to the ENP, BDC, on behalf 

of   the Mayor, or another appropriate designee of the City, will present a Land 

Disposition Agreement to the Cityôs Board of Estimates (BOE) setting forth the terms 

and conditions of sale or lease, respectively, and redevelopment of the Property and 

any modifications thereto, if required.  Decisions regarding the award, sale, lease, and 

redevelopment of the Property shall be made by BDC, or another appropriate 

designee of the City, and recommended to the Board of Estimates for the Cityôs 

official approval.  Final acceptance of any redevelopment proposal and disposition of 

the Property is subject to the approval of the Board of Estimates of Baltimore City in 

its sole discretion. 

I. Upon execution of the Land Disposition Agreement, the Respondent may be required 

to provide the City with a Purchase Price Deposit.  Any Deposit will be credited 

towards the Purchase Price at Settlement.  The Deposit will be retained by the City, 

should the Respondent fail to settle on the Property due to no fault of the City. 

 

XI.  Evaluation Criteria  

 

Proposals shall be evaluated based on, but not limited to, the following criteria: 

 

A. The scope, quality, and degree to which the Respondentôs Proposal addresses the 

RFPôs goals, intents, and terms of offering. 

 

B. The Respondentôs ability to provide or obtain sufficient financial resources to start 
and complete the Project in accordance with the timetable established in the Proposal. 

 

C. The quality of the proposed development in terms of design, construction, and impact 

on the surrounding community. 

 

D. The Purchase Price and terms or Lease Price and terms to be paid by the Respondent. 

 

E. Financial returns to the City. 

 

F. Conformity of the proposed development to the Federal, State, and City laws, 

ordinances, and regulations. 

 

G. Job retention and creation. 

 

H. The extent to which the Proposal complies with and meets the goals of the Employ 

Baltimore Program and the Cityôs MBE / WBE program.

Any contract awarded in connection with the RFP 

will be subject to approvals as required by City law, including the final approval by 

the Board of Estimates of Baltimore City.
